a) Special Collection – 2025 tire disposal increased from $225 to $240 per ton.
b) HHW –  2025 price increase of 20% increase for HHW collections. Freight is typically a third of the expense. The 2025 HHW grant budget for disposal is $24,000.
c) Illegal Dump Clean Up – report on 2025 activities
d) Community Assistance and Outreach Fund – remaining funds are as follows: K2023-005 $6,514.66; K2024-005 $2,500.  A 2025 Community Fund grant was not funded .
